i this is your First time sewing with a blanket
stitch, | recommend waJrchir\g a couple of tutorials
on youtube and practicing on a scrop piece ok
fFabric unti you ﬁeJr it down! IF you have any
guestions about the stitch please teel free to
messoge me about it as well )



Use a longer embroidery needle for easier handlina while
stitching

Start the blanket stitch dlong the straightest edﬂe.
_eave an oPenina of dbout | inch for 9+u4:f—in3.

Try to place each stitch about the some width apart,
this makes the edgee look: so beautiful

| usuadlly wrap the string around the shape about G times
to get an ideo ofF how much embroidery thread | need to
use.

Once closed, Pull the Hoss thirough the Felt shape, and
snip of-k the extra end The Hoss



* Embroidery Hoss comes with & separate stronds. | like to
sew using only I3 strands ot embroidery Hoss. This gives the
kelt shapes a cleaner Finish around the edges and allows for
intricate sewing

* To eosily separate the Floss, measure the length of Hoss with
al & strands. Hold one end of the measured section with your
lett hond. "Flick the other end to separate and select I3
strrands, and begin to pull on them while continuing to hold with
your lett hand

¢ | measure my Hoss by loosely draping the Hoss around the
edges ot the shapes adbout 5-G times. This ensures | have
enough to last while | sew that shape, and reduces the
downtime for having to start/stop the sewing process.



Try 9+ar'+ir\a with a small amount to il in al corners and
edges ot the Felt shape

Do nhot pack too “+iah+" as this wil leave your Felt shape
Peelir\a more like a clumpy rock and less like a Pluc;hie!
You want the shape to feel &l and Firm but not hard
Once the corners and edges are Filed, then you can
increase the amount of c5+uH:in3 to fil in the center.
When the stukting reaches your small opening, you con
begin to close the felt shape. I needed, do one or two
stitches and add more stuf-king until it Feels “full* and you
are completely closed



For the moon and mountains, | like to make sure to get
a small amount of 9+uf—£ir\9 in each "point’ to hold the
shape.

For the clouds, make sure aﬁain nhot to stulk too +iah+!
This will allow your clouds to stay P\uﬂly ond soft

For the trees, | make sure to Fill the top point, and the
bottom two points, but the rest ol the tree is mostly
fled in +he middle only. It is a little hard to get into these
small crevices, but the end should still look great

Don't rush this step, take your time and enjoy. The
stukking is what brings your felt shapes to lite )



[t get Started]

Pick your First shape to start with and pin +oae+her!
Select the matching emlaroidery thread and measure the
length of thread you need for that shape.

Begin your blanket stitch and sew all the way around the
shape until you ﬂeJr about an inch away From your
9+ar‘+ina PoinJr!

stubk the felt shape, and then kinish closing the felt
shape. Repeat on all Felt shapes.

Once all shapes are sewn and tiled, its time to start
putting it together!

Foit Strand

e You will Find six 9+r'inﬂ<5 tied onto your wood ring,
Each string will have two sections. We wil thread
one of those sections with the Felt shapes, and
leave one For hanging the mobile

* It doesn't matter which one you start with, just
pick a 9+rina!

* Threod your neede. | like to use a long needle +or
this step because it is easier to push through the
bigger Felt shapes.

e Follow this pattern for your First strand Your
needie wil be inserted at the top of the shape,
and should be pushed through to the bottom ok
the shape.



Foit Strand

e | ike to tie knots after al of the felt balls
and Felt shapes. This helps to secure the
shape in its place.

e Be sure to tie a knot under the felt ball
that supports the smal beads! (Beads are
always optional +o add)

e When you are ready for your last Felt
shape, just push the neede thrrough the top
point ond tie a khot! There isnt a need to
push the needle dll the way thrrough the

cshape, since this is the last Piece!

| o Again, when you geJr to the last shape, just tie
a knot at the top point

e This wil be your lost strand that completes

the outer part ok the mobile.
* Once you are done with this, gather your
| moon, wood tree (with 9+r'inﬂ) and your last
brown Felt ball

¢ | have Pre—’rieal the string For you on the

wood tree.

® Thread the neede with the opposite end, and
push you needle thirough the brown felt ball

e Pull that fFelt ball all the way down about 15
inches Hrom the top ok the treel

e Now its time to thread the moon!

e This is a little bit trickier so | am aoihﬂ to

show you where to Poc;i+ior\ your

neede/thread on the next Paae!



Start your needle at point |
Push your nheedle up to point 2.
At this point you will want to
push your needle back into the
mooh at a similar point, but not
exactly the same point (you dont
want the 6+Fil’lﬁ to pul +|nr'ouﬁh
so try to catch it on a stitch).
Push all the way to point 3.
Repeat these steps until you are
Pushed al the way +hr'ouﬂh point

Now that you have Finished thrreading ol ok
your telt shapes onto the strings, its time to
put it together!

Find your two beads that we will use to
secure the +oP ol the mobile. One is a wood
cylinder shape, and the other is a larger
round wood bead.

Find your metal ring os welll

Gother all oF your loose 9+r‘in@9 and br‘il’lﬂ
them to the top. This is where | rou@hly
balahce the mobilel



. Holchr\@ the mobile in one hand, grob the ‘moon
Strand' and Iar'ina it to the center of the mobile,
catching the loose end of +the moon strand with
your other c;’rrinﬂs!

* The moon will hang in the center of the mobile
and a knot will secure it in place

e Now, you can balance the mobile again Iay gently
tugging on the wood ring where needed i+ one
side is hanging lower, gently tug on the other side.
This is sort ofF a trial and error 9+aae, Just aeJr it
the best you conl You can alway9 adjuer later.



e You should now be holdina 7 strings total, all
anrherecl together. Take these seven strings and
push them +Inr‘oua|n the cylir\cler‘ shaPed wood
bead, and then the round wood bead

* Tie a knot to secure the beads in place

e Now you can tie the metal ring on the end of the
loose string at your desired length.



E * Once you hanﬂ the mobile, you
AN may need to make minor
| adjustments to balance it
e | one side is hanﬁinﬁ lower than
the other, sliﬁth move the 9+ring9
on the opposite side, along the
wood ring

o KeeP workinﬁ with this until you
find a ﬂoocl balance point.

e Keep in mind that it may never

be PerPechly baloanced, as the
. weight ok your shapes are all

different!
